Not to mention state-of-the-art golfing simulators
and full-size tennis courts. Onboard doctors are also here to assist should you require medical
assistance. The six restaurants aboard the ship provide residents with not only ‘Michelin class’ French
haute cuisine, but Japanese, Chinese and ltalian culinary sensations and together stock around
16,000 bottles of wine carefully selected from across the globe by our experienced sommelier.
Alternatively, you have the option of buying produce from all over the world from the delicatessen, to
prepare in your residence. One unique aspect of this ship is that, just like regular condominiums,
there is a resident committee. The routes and rules to follow on-board are voted on each year by all of
the owners. You can embark or disembark from any of the one hundred plus locations the ship calls
into for however many days you wish and, of course, you can bring your friends and family on-board,
too.

Our smallest
residence is 27m? and our biggest is 325m? with average residences being in the 100 to 130m?2 range
and a price ranging between 3.5 and 4.5 million dollars. There is also a yearly operations and
maintenance fee of around 10% on top of the purchase price to consider. Included in this is a 30,000
dollars’ food and drinks credit which residents are free to use in any of our on-board restaurants. The



ship has around 207 staff members on-board to take care of the 150 to 200 passengers we usually
have sailing with us at any given time, with our aim being to offer a thorough one-to-one service for
all.

The World has visited 114 countries since service commenced. From the gulf of the arctic circle to the
active volcanic site of Vanuatu and not forgetting some unexpected adventures and excursions to
other mysterious parts of the globe. At our ports of call explorers and writers, experts on local culture
and historians will come aboard to give lectures on the area, which we are sure will satisfy your
intellectual curiosity. With the maintenance fees being high, you can expect to find owners of famous
companies and specialists from various fields on-board. Many of them are both experts in shipping
and owners of the ship’s residences, and so they share their expertise in their respective fields to
keep the ship evolving. It is in this spirit of community that many of our owners make their purchase.
